Tools Required

None.

Doing the Job

Follow these procedurdsXACTLY or you will have to start from scratch.

. Insert key into ignition and turn to the "On" position d® NOT

. Pop open the engine fuse block box cover and remove the twgl10am
fuses from position numbers 16 & 23.

. Your DIC will now display "check" messages for ABS5...

. Turn ignition to the "Off" position.

. Re-insert both 10amp fuses for positions 16 & 23.

. Allow engine coolant temperature to reach a minimum of 176 dedte
and run at this minimum temperature for at least 5 minutes.

Myron E. "Scottie" Scott, will always be recognized as the man who gaGethette, its
name.

In 1937, Chevrolet hired him as an assistant directoh®Public Relations department,
where he was responsible for photography of new cars, degighpress kits, graphics and
special events. In 1953, a special executive meeting wagjadaém find a name for a new
Chevrolet sports car then in the developmental stage.cdmpany wanted a name that began
with a "C" and a review of over 300 hames began.

None of the 300 names made the cut , then, that nigltb&ttsshome when he searched the C
section of the dictionary and stopped at the definitidltarvette” - "a speedy pursuit ship in
the British navy". Scott suggested "Corvette" the nextashalythe group loved it. Myron Scott
retired from Chevrolet in 1971. Scottie was inducted tiheoNational Corvette Museum hall
of fame.
