Coastaletech has developed an IPOD
connection device to connect the latest
generation IPOD’s to most modern car
radios. This tech tip will run through the
C6 installation. We plan on having a tip
for the C5 Vette next.

The top picture shows the device
(Lockpick) and cables. The cable on
the left connects to your IPOD or
IPHONE. The device turns your IPOD
on and off and also keeps the battery
charged.

The middle picture shows the dip
switches that must be set depending on
which radio you have.

The bottom picture shows the C6
convertible waterfall. The Lockpick
connects at the XM module which is
located behind the Waterfall on the C6
convertible and over the driver’s side
rear wheel in the C6 coupe. The
Waterfall is held in place with two #15
Torq screws on the top rear center, two
push pins that expand with center rod at
the top back, and one push pin on the
passenger’s side at the back of the
Waterfall. This last one is the only hard
one to remove.

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The top picture shows the XM module with
Waterfall removed.

The middle picture shows the top plug
disconnected. The top plug connects to new
harness and the harness plug connects to
XM module.

The bottom left picture is the 8GB nano
which will hold about 2000 songs. Itis 1/8”
thick. There is a 16GB version if 2000 isn't
sufficient.

Bottom right picture shows the Lockpick
attached to the XM module with Velcro. The
IPOD cable is routed out the back of the
Waterfall. It's a good idea to leave enough
cable to reach the console area. When in
use you can leave the IPOD laying on the
shelf behind the Waterfall because all
functions are controlled through the radio.
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Top picture shows the Waterfall
reinstalled. Notice the IPOD cable on
the right side.

The middle picture shows the C6
navigation radio with IPOD2 displayed
at the top of the touch screen.

The IPOD is selected by pressing the
source hard button second from top of
the left and then XMZ1using the third
from the top left side screen touch
button. Then press and hold the right
bottom touch screen button. In this case
it says Loading XM. Your screen may
say something else. This button will
also be used to change back to XM.

The playlist is selected by using the
<CAT and CAT> buttons and then
pressing the Seek hard button. The
INFO touch screen button displays
song information.
