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Mike Nabors’ – Other Hobby, 
Fishing

So you thought the black ‘08 Z06 was all there was to 
Mike Nabors.  Actually, it’s number 2 on the hobby list.  
Mike’s Corvette hobby has been in effect for only about 
7 years (although he’s admired them since he first 
watched Todd and Buzz in “Route 66”).  Since his Dad 
first took him fishing at age 3, he’s been addicted to 
fishing.  Today, at age 59, that’s 56 years of fishing 
experience, so he must be pretty good.  Since his 
college days he’s refined  his hobby to be primarily 
bass fishing.

To those of you who’s reaction to this revelation is that 
you don’t have enough “patience” for fishing, you 
should know that patience is not a virtue of Mike’s—he 
pursues bass with a fervor that many wouldn’t believe.

First, his need for speed is not limited to the highways.  
He pursues fish in his 20 foot long Bullet bass boat, 
with a Mercury Racing Division “225” motor on it.  It 
has many racing features on it and Mike estimates the 
motor to be putting out more like 240 hp.  The motor 
weighs only 400 pounds, light for a 225 hp motor and 
the boat weighs a light 1,000 pounds, compared to 
1,800 pounds for most 20 foot bass boats.  With a little 
exhaust work, it sounds wild when its running and at 
high speeds it’s almost always on the verge of out of 
control.  Top speed ever was a GPS’d speed of 91 mph.  
Patience?  We don’t need no stinkin’ patience! 

Fishing consists of casting artificial baits at a power 
fishing pace.  Mike owns close to 50 fishing rods and 
reels, most with a specific purpose.  A fishing trip is a 
planned event, with all the stops planned and the rods 
pre-rigged for the method of fishing to be used.

This spring Mike and his fishing partners have been 
tearing them up with catches from 15 to 50 and bass 
weighing up to 7 pounds.  Many of those weighed 
between 3 and 5 pounds and it has been a blast for his 
fishing partners.  One fishing partner, our very own 
John Lemons of RCCC fame, caught the 7 pounder (or 
did it catch him?).  See pic, upper right.

Mike calls his boat a floating Corvette, and says 
nothing compares to the thrill of driving the boat, 
including driving the Z06.  When driving his cars in a 
hard rain, Mike tells his wife, “Don’t worry honey, I’m 
better on water than I am dry land.  You can take it to 
the bank that’s right!
